“FATHER’S DAY”
“WE ARE INVITED TO HAVE HOPE IN “THE KINGDOM OF GOD”

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, in the name of the Lord Jesus, I say, peace with
you all. May I once more thank each of you for your wonderful support for the
work of God in the parish. I am very grateful. Continue to do your best in your
struggle to do the will of God. Be watchful while on your journey to our heavenly
home. God bless each and every one of you.

Each one of us has some expectations in life, and they are related to hope for fulfill-
ment, though there are some elements of uncertainty in hope. As an example: a student
works hard and hopes for a beautiful future. A man marries a wife with the hope to
create a peaceful family and a loving relationship. Parents train their children and hope
to be proud of them. The uncertainty in hope does not prevent people making effort to
achieve their dreams. It is important for our hope to be realistic. We must not hope too
much, for such can lead to disappointment and even despair. We need to hope for the
kingdom of God and thus work heard to realize it, in obeying God’s commandments,
loving God and our neighbor.

In the light of this hope, prophet Ezekiel in the 1 Reading; Ez 17:22-24: Reported
what God said: “I will ... tear off a tender shoot, and plant it on a high and lofty moun-
tain; ...
