This weekend (Aug. 12%/13™), the Church celebrates the Nineteenth Sunday
in Ordinary Time. Our bulletin cover, however, reflects the Solemnity of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, celebrated this Tuesday, August 15",
As this solemnity is a Holy Day of Obligation, we are offering several Mass
times to assist in meeting this obligation:

Mass TIMES FOR THE SOLEMNITY OF THE ASSUMPTION
Vigil Mass on Monday, August 14th, at 7 PM
Mass on Tuesday, August 15th, at 7 AM, Noon, and 7 PM

Though the dogma of the Assumption was only recently formally declared by
Pope Pius XII in 1950, the teaching itself can be traced back to the first centuries
of the Church. By the beginning of the fourth century, a church was built to mark
the already celebrated ancient empty “Tomb of Mary” near Mount Zion. This
feast day was almost universally celebrated in the Eastern Church by 336 AD
and by the Western (or Roman) Church by the sixth century.

In the middle of the fifth century, the Patriarch of Jerusalem, St. Juvenal, was
asked by the Emperor Marcian to bring a relic of the Blessed Virgin Mary to the
